The third and most important item for this month is the 
topic of ethics that you have been bearing so much about. 
One of the functions of the AAHP is the enforcement of the 
professional standards within the CHP community. The 
Professional Standards and Ethics Committee bas examined 
the AAHP's Standards for Professional Responsibility (the 
AAHP code of ethics) and our procedures for dealing with 
issues of ethical practice. Soon you will be asked to vote on 
a modification to the By-Laws that addresses this area. 
Because this topic is so important , the AAHP Executive 
Committee is providing mult iple opportunities for your 
opinion to be heard. 1 hope that you have taken some time 
to consider the following related issues and have shared 
your perspective with the Executive Committee: 
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• Proper conduct of the practice of health physics; 
• Working in areas of competency; 
• Objectivity and truthfulness in public statements; 
• Avoidance of and actions in the face of conflicts of 

interest; 
• Acceplance of work under circumstances in whicb 

professional judgement may be compromised; 
• Falsification or misrepresentation of academic or profes-

sional qualifications; 
• Actions in the event of misconduct; 
• Civil penalties; 
• Legal protection for tbe title Cenified Heallh Physicisl; 
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• Use of a seal and ABHP Certification Identification 
Number on documents or deliverables.

If you have questions or need 
additional information regarding the AAHP and professional 
ethics issues, just give John Kelly, Bob Casey, or any 
member of the Professional Standards and Ethic.s Commit­
tee a call.
